WELCOME TO LEE EATON
The mission of Lee Eaton Elementary, in partnership with home and community, is to provide a safe learning environment that promotes the education and development of every student while challenging them to become lifelong learners.
PRINCIPAL:  Mr. Woofter

STUDENT BODY:  Approximately 570 students
BELLS:  The first bell rings at 7:05AM and the school day officially begins with the second bell at 7:25AM.  School dismissal begins at 2:10 PM.
INTERVENTION TIME: Each day, the students will have a 30-40 minute period of intervention time.  During this time, teachers work with students that might be struggling or excelling in a certain area.  They provide extra help or guidance to those students to help them improve. Intervention time is building wide and will include enrichment for those students academically excelling.
TEAM STRUCTURE AT LEE EATON:  The concept of teamwork plays a vital role in the success of any organization and in the individual life of each student.  At Lee Eaton Elementary each student is placed on an academic learning team.  Teams will be constructed on 3-4 core teachers who will be teaching the core subjects of math, language arts, science and social studies.  Some of these teachers will be working closely with intervention specialists to meet the needs of some students on individual academic plans. Students attend lunch in the cafeteria each day with their academic team by hallway and then go to recess with the same students as well.    We feel this schedule helps our students to have a vital connection with a homeroom class teacher and retain the closeness needed, but also allows for flexibility and movement to promote the independence that students develop during this stage of their life.
LOCKERS:  Every student is assigned their own locker.  There are no locks permitted on lockers.  

LUNCH:  Breakfast and a hot lunch will be offered each day.  Students are assigned lunch times according to their hallways.  Students also have a fifteen minute recess after lunch.  Students are allowed to select their lunch seats within the first few days of the grading period.  They then will be committed to that seat until the end of the grading period.  The current breakfast price is $1.50 and the current lunch price is $2.75.  
SPECIALS:  The students have specials classes: music, art, and physical education on a ten day rotation with ten days of art, then ten days of physical education, and then ten days of music.  This schedule allows units of learning to be taught holistically in these areas. 
BAND: Lee Eaton Band begins in the fall.  During the first few weeks of school, all fifth grade students will have the opportunity to try all of the instruments offered in the fifth grade program.  Rental information will be available at this time!  We look forward to our getting started with our new fifth grade band students!  If you have any questions, please call Beth Levy Petracco at 330 908 6100.
STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOKS:  Students are given a daily planner/handbook the first day of school.  This book helps students with organization and communication between home and school.

SCHOOL FEES:  This amount is to be determined as it fluctuates yearly and is different for each grade (fees go towards:Student/Parent Handbooks, art fee, copy fee, and periodicals).

SUMMER READING PROGRAM:  You must read 2 books from the approved reading list and complete 2 story maps.  You must also bring those two completed story maps with you on the first day of school.  
PROGRESS BOOK: Progress book is a computer program that allows parents and students to have access to their grades and assignments.  By logging on using the student’s username and password, any assignment a teacher gives and the grade the student earned can be seen.  This allows the parents and students to be kept current on the progress they are making in school.
