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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT BOARD MEETINGS

The Board of Education recognizes the value to school governance of public comment on educational issuqs
and the importance of allowing members of the public to express themselves on school matters of community
interest.

Any person or group wishing to place an item on the agenda shall register their intent with the Superintendent
no later than ten (10) days prior to the meeting and include:

Name and address of the participant;

Group affiliation, if and when appropriate;

Topic to be addressed.

Such requests shall be subject to the approval of the Superintendent and the Board President.

In order to permit the fair and orderly expression of such comment, the Board shall provide a period for public
participation at every meeting of the Board and publish rules to govern such participation in Board meetings.

The presiding officer of each Board meeting at which public participation is permitted shall administer the rules
of the Board for its conduct. Although the Board has adopted Robert's Rules of Order, they may not be
followed in regard to public participation.

The presiding officer shall be guided by the following rules:
Public participation shall be permitted as indicated on the order of business.

Anyone having a legitimate interest in the actions of the Board may participate during the public portion of a
meeting.

Participants must be recognized by the presiding officer and will be requested to preface their comments by an
announcement of their name, address, and group affiliation, if and when appropriate.

Each statement made by a participant shall be limited to five (5) minutes duration, unless extended by the
presiding officer. Each participant must register with the Board including name, address, telephone no., and
topic.

No participant may speak more than once on the same topic unless all others who wish to speak on that topic
have been heard. '

All statements shall be directed to the presiding officer, no person may address or question Board members
individually.

Tape or video recordings* are permitted, providing the person operating the recorder has contacted the
Superintendent prior to the Board meeting to review possible placement of the equipment, and agrees to abide
by the following conditions:
No obstructions are created between the Board and the audience.
2. No interviews are conducted in the meeting room while the Board is in session.
No commentary, adjustment of equipment, or positioning of operators is made that would  distract
either the Board or members of the audience while the Board is in session.

* Nordonia Hills City School District Board of Education meetings are broadcast on Channel 25 and tapes of the
meetings are available upon request.

The presiding officer may:

1. Interrupt, warn, or terminate a participant's statement when the statement is too lengthy, personaily
directed, abusive, obscene, or irrelevant;

2. Request any individual to leave the meeting when that person does not observe reasonable decorum,

3 Request the assistance of law enforcement officers in the removal of a disorderly person when that
person's conduct interferes with the orderly progress of the meeting,

4. Call for a recess or an adjournment to another time when the lack of public decorum so interferes with

the orderly conduct of the meeting as to warrant such action.

Application for use of a facility shall be in writing using the Use of Facilities
Request Form and submitted to the building administrator responsible for the requested
facility. All questions noted on the application shall be accurately and completely
answered. The responsible representative of the requesting organization must sign the
Use of Facilities Request Form. A signed Hold Harmless form must accompany the
application. Completed applications, when approved by the building administrator, will be
sent to the Business Office for final approval. Approved request will be mailed directly to
the person requesting use of the facility and to the building administrator.

When applicable, requesting organizations will be invoiced for payment by the
Business Office.

When requesting the use of buildings or athletic facilities when school is not in
session (Summer, Winter Holiday Break), contact the Business Office.

A responsible representative of the organization holding the activity shall be

present at all times and be responsible for all activities of the persons present including
financial liability for damage.

It is specifically understood that no alcohol, drugs, or tobacco will be permitted

in/on Board-owned facilities. Rules and regulations of the school are to be honored at all

times.

Activities will be conducted in an atmosphere that will set a good example for the
young people of the community.

Groups are responsible for cleaning up after their activities. An additional clean-
up fee will be assessed if warranted.

A custodian shall be required to be on duty when an outside group uses a
building.

A school-appointed person shall be required to operate the auditorium P.A.
system, special lighting, and other special equipment.

in the case of cancellation, the requesting organization shall notify the school
before 3:00 p.m. on the day prior to the event. If the event is scheduled for Saturday or
Sunday, the requesting organization shall notify the school before 3:00 p.m. Friday.

If a facility has been requested for a weekly program and the entire program is
being canceled, notification in writing is required so that the time can be made available
for some other group.

No events shall be scheduled during school vacations or holidays, except by

special arrangement.
Use of building shall be restricted to the area specifically requested.

Games of chance may be permitted only when sponsored by Group A
organizations in possession of the proper state/local licenses and permits.

The following HOLD HARMLESS statement must be filed by all
organizations/groups using any facility owned by the Nordonia Hills Board of Education
as a prerequisite to use of facilities approval:

(Name of Organization) agrees to indemnify and HOLD HARMLESS the
Nordonia Hills Board of Education and their agents and employees from all liability,
claims, demands, damages, or costs, for, or arising out of the use of any facilities owned
by the Board of Education whether it be caused by the negligence of indemnifier or the
Nordonia Hills Board of Education or either party's agents or employees, or otherwise.

The responsible representative for the requesting group must sign this HOLD
HARMLESS statement.

Further, the (name of organization) may be required to provide a certificate of
liability insurance naming the Nordonia Hills City School District as an additional insured.

The use of High School and or Middle School Gymnasiums require additional
coordination. The extended use of school gymnasium facilities require that building
administrators must have adequate time to fairly schedule all organizations requesting
such use, the following procedure must be implemented:

All community recreation or athletic programs wishing to use the High School or
Middle School Gymnasium facilities for programming purposes must file a request for
said use with the building administrator between August 1st and September 1st of the
school year for which the request is being made.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the following group classifications apply to Board-owned facilities.

GROUP A

Defined as groups organized and created solely through the existence of the
school; such as, and extended to the following Nordonia Hills School District groups;
Girl Scouts, Brownies, Campfire, Boy Scouts, Cub Scouts, Safety Town, DARE, and
youth athletic organizations. All PTA organizations, Nordonia Band Aides, Nordonia
Athletic Boosters are exempt from weekday charges during the school district's normal
custodial and or maintenance work hours.

An open (non-discriminatory) Nordonia Hills School District community group
whose purpose is largely to promote the general welfare of the community; such as
YMCA, YWCA, social, church or recreational groups, community bands, adult athletics,
and business associations.
