THE FACT OF THE MATTER… 

 5th graders need to know their math facts before they walk into the building in 
August.  

 Multiplication and Division down perfect! 

 It makes learning much easier for students when they know the basics!  

 The National Mathematics Advisory Panel says: 

 >Students should develop immediate recall of arithmetic facts to free the 
"working memory" for solving more complex problems. 

 >Research shows that a child’s goals for and beliefs about learning are related to 
his or her performance in mathematics. Even if you as a parent feel you are not 
good in math or perhaps feel uncomfortable with the mathematics being taught 
in a given day’s lesson, you can still support your child’s mathematics learning by 
showing you value mathematics. Your child will follow suit.  

 >Students who believe that their hard work makes them “smarter” are more 
likely to try harder in mathematics, and their efforts result in better performance.  

 



    MATHEMATICS GRADE 6 

 Connected Mathematics 2 (CMP2) is the 
math program for grades 6-8. 

 Development of CMP2 was funded through 
the National Science Foundation. 

 Provides students with an investigative 
approach to learning mathematics.  

 Students complete real world math 
problems and solve everyday math 
challenges.

WHAT IS INTERVENTION TIME… 

 District definition of intervention - Research based practices that are implemented 
on a consistent basis in order to improve student achievement. 

 It is not… new instruction nor is it a study hall.  

What does intervention time look like at in the classroom? 

 Daily for 30 minutes. 

 Focus is in the area of reading and expanded to math. 

 Practice with reading software 

 Teacher may work with 3-4 students in a small group 

Other student may work independently on self-selected reading or planned 
enrichment activities.
