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Eleven Tips on Getting More Efficiency Out of Women Employees: Eileen West, 8th Grade Counselor

There's no longer any question whether transit companies should hire

women for jobs formerly held by men. The draft and manpower short-
age has settled that point. The important things now are to select the most efficient women available
and how to use them to the best advantage. Here are eleven helpful tips on the subject from West-
ern Properties:

1. Pick young married women. They usually have more of a sense of responsibility than their unmar-
ried sisters, they're less likely to be flirtatious, they need the work or they wouldn't be doing it, they
still have the pep and interest to work hard and to deal with the public efficiently.

2. When you have to use older women, try to get ones who have worked outside the home at some
time in their lives. Older women who have never contacted the public have a hard time adapting
themselves

and are inclined to be cantankerous and fussy. It's always well to impress upon older women the
importance of friendliness and courtesy.

3. General experience indicates that "husky” girls -those who are just a little on the heavy side - are
more even-tempered and efficient than their underweight sisters.

4. Retain a physician to give each woman you hire a special physical examination - one covering fe-



male conditions. This step not only protects the property against the possibilities of lawsuit, but also
reveals whether the employee-to-be has any female weaknesses which would make her mentally or
physically unfit for the job.

5. Stress at the outset the importance of time, the fact that a minute or two lost here and there
makes serious inroads on schedules. Until this point is gotten across, service is likely to be slowed up.

6. Give the female employee a definite day-long schedule of duties so that they'll keep busy!
without bothering the management for instructions every few minutes. Numerous properties say
that women make excellent workers when they have their jobs cut out for them, but that they lack
initiative in finding work themselves.

7. Whenever possible, let the inside employee change from one job to another at some time during
the day. Women are inclined to be less nervous and happier with change.

8. Give every girl an adequate number of rest periods during the day. You have to make some allow-
ances for feminine psychology. A girl has more confidence and is more efficient if she can keep her
hair tidied, apply fresh lipstick and wash her hands several times a day.

9. Be tactful when issuing instructions or in making criticisms. Women are often sensitive; they can't
shrug off harsh words the way men do. Never ridicule a woman - it breaks her spirit and cuts off her
efficiency.

10. Be reasonably considerate about using strong language around women. Even though a girl's
husband or father may swear vociferously, she'll grow to dislike a place of business where she hears
too much of this.

11. Get enough size variety in operator's uniforms so that each girl can have a proper fit. This point
can't be stressed too much in keeping women happy.

With the arrival of spring and not much time until summer, students will be working on some
new projects and activities in their core classrooms. For instance, in social studies, Roo students will
conclude the year with the Age of Discovetudents will learn about various new discoveries and ex-
plorations by researching various scientists and explorers for the social studies portion of their Multi
Genre research projecthis unit introduces new land, crops and goods to Europe with the exploration
and colonization of the New World.

In the final nine weeks of school, students in science will be completing their study of organisms
by exploring genetics and hereditgtudents will be learning about DNA, proteins, traits, and the prob-
ability that goes into looking like your parents (or ndye will be examining traits of humans, as well
as those of other organismStudents will learn to predict possible outcomes using Punnett
Squares.Students will also research genetic disorders, and discuss current topics having to do with ge-
netics. Students will also be exploring the world of fossils and describing adaptations of organisms we
have already studied in detail.

Mr. Yeager’s math classes wil/l compl ete the
probability, and measures of central tendency (mean, median, and mode). The classes will also
explore various methods of displaying data, via stem-and-leaf plots and box-and-whisker plots.

A fourth quarter assessment will be given, in addition to a comprehensive final exam to finish
the year.

Students are busy with the written report portion of the research project for social stud-
ies. All Roos must produce a typed report on a scientist or explorer they have chosen. In Lan-
guage Arts, we are working on creating a thesis statement about our report topic, researching
information in an outline format and developing the gathered information into paragraphs that
support that thesis idea. That major paper is due on May 14" along with the other genre pro-
jects outlined in the social studies part of their grade. After the research is finished, we will fin-
ish out the year with Word Wisdom, the remaining parts of speech and a short unit on poetry.
